The NLC further recommends the ICS working group, once established, adopt this statement, or a statement fully consistent with this recommendation, as the final ICS project goals statement.

Infill Compatibility Standards Project Goals Statement

(a) Create and adopt land use code standards and processes that:

(b) Prevent residential infill that would significantly threaten or diminish the            stability, quality, positive character, livability or natural resources of established residential neighborhoods; and

(c) So long as the goal stated in (a) is met, allow for increased density, a variety of  housing types, affordable housing, and mixed-use development; and

(d) Improve the appearance of buildings and landscapes.
