Summary of Proposed Changes to the NLC Charter

A. Article III, Section 2 is amended as follows:

Section 2: The Neighborhood Liaison Services Manager, as a city staff member, and the Neighborhood Leaders Council representatives to the Citizen Involvement Committee are is a non-voting members of the NLC.

B. Article V, Section 7, subsection 1 is amended as follows:

1. A vacancy will exist if a Co-Chair member of the Executive Committee resigns, is no longer an authorized Neighborhood Leaders Council representative as defined in Article III, Section 1, or fails to actively serve. Failure to actively serve is determined by a two-thirds vote of the voting members present at a scheduled meeting of the NLC. Notice of this vote must be published in the meeting agenda.

C. In Article VII, a new Section 4 is added as follows, and subsequent sections renumbered:

a. Section 4: The NLC may take formal action by an electronic vote.  For an electronic vote to be valid, the following conditions must be met:
b. The exact text of the motion and the deadline for a neighborhood response shall be either sent electronically or delivered in person to each voting NLC member.

c. The time for responding shall be no less than 72 hours.

d. An affirmative response must be received by the NLC Co-Chairs from a majority of the total number of neighborhoods as defined in Article III, Section 1 for the motion to take effect.

The Executive Committee shall publish and amend when necessary a procedure that implements this section with currently available technology.
D. Throughout the Charter, Neighborhood Liaison is replaced by Neighborhood Services Manager.
