MWB Questions:

· Existing Width of W 11th.

· Would Pedestrian Xing time offset the effeciencies gained by a MWB.

Couplet Questions:

· Which would be westbound/eastbound?

· Impact @ Bailey Hill?

· What about the Lowes location and conflicting uses/transportation?

· What about taking it up to Bertleson and then to Stewart Rd.? (wetland impacts)

· Business impact, not so much?

· Active rail lines  W 7th – Hwy 99 to Coos Bay.  West 7th Rail Xing.

· 1st or W 7th options: Rail Xing challenges
· Show these rail line locations on those maps 

· Important consideration

· Connection of 2 federal Hwys in big picture

· What about a connecter from B’way (Beltline?) to Stewart?  ( would shorten out of direction travel to businesses on W 11th.

Bypass / 2 way and Alternative Routes addition Questions:
· Would U-Turns be allowed @ every intersection?

· How wide would the pockets be?  U-turns and Left turns at the same intersection would reduce efficiency gained.   

· Current width doesn’t allow for U-turns now on W 11th.

Roosevelt and W 1st Additional Routes Concepts Questions and Comments   

· It is impressive that these meetings are happening in two places, ideas are being shared.
· Some $$ concerns.

· $ never actually there for the WEP in first place.  It is nice that there’s a good process.

· What about our alliance with ODOT @ this point.  It was noted that ODOT does have an interest in this process.

· Positive support locally?  ODOT will come back to table.

· The WEC is seen as a potential model for solution building.

· Hwy 126 identified as a national biking route with 500-2000 cyclists per year.  Make sure it is on the radar.

· Need to consider as as ideas move into more detail.

· Why is a conversion of industrial to commercial a big deal?

· Industrial wage jobs and places for these types of business.  

· Inherent economic pressure to convert industrial ( commercial.

· General value to maintaining industrial land use judiciously. 

· Include BRT as part of consideration along W 11th 2-way option (LTD making decision within 13 months on NEPA options.

· There are challenges of 2 way BRT station locations.

· What local vs through and capacity in all cases in 2050?  (1.7 million in Region by 2050)

· Best guess and TPR flows modeling and growth scenarios ( needs to be analyzed down the road.
· BRT – Distance oriented not destination oriented problematic.

· Different entities and different horizons provide a challenge to us all.

· Not an increase of speed limit but an increase in flow and sequencing/scheduling of traffic.  Different for each scenario.

· Progression of plans would provide dw. Opps.  The couplet and one-way options seem counter intuitive to increase flows.

· 2 way EmX would make flow challenging with U-turns etc.

· 1st Ave. would promote isolation from downtown again.  Congestion is all about perception.

· AM 126 Bottleneck from E bound.  Have alternative routes dispersement.

· PM 4:45-5:45 Moderating bad traffic.  Bottleneck W bound in evening.  Bailey Hill and Beltline.

· Traffic backs up at Wal-Mart when it goes to 1 lane West Bound.

· Could almost suggest 4:30 – 7:00 3 lanes W bound and 1 lane East bound.

· Long term as population grows and tourism increases, MWB out to Beltline could be very helpful and easy to do.
· Perception issue: 

· Big City: Not congested

· Little city: Very congested

· Ideally the WEC will come together on a collective recommendation to ODOT, City council, Lane County.

· What would help move traffic from West?  

· Roosevelt?

· Curb-cuts and access management along west 11th would help.

· Intersection spacing can make flow difficult

· Psychological congestion is on top of list.  The WEC is not just dealing with traffic problems, but all considerations.  Think of it as a neighborhood. 

·  Is there a way to use west 7th one-way and make incremental steps on both sites (W 11th too) to eventually land on MWB on both.
· Future – what about through traffic vs. further destinations?

· What about W. 5th & W 7th as freight route to get freight off W. 11th?
· What about freight terminals and rail/freight routes.
· Bring WEC’s work to MPC CAC?

· What is happening with the Hynix site?

· Would Roosevelt Remain three lanes?

· Seneca could use some improvements as could W 7th.

· There is no sinage for alternative routes… Amazing!

· No safe lane to get from one side to the next.  This requires a lot of lane changing ( people get dumped off randomly.
